The increase in the Information, Support and Regulatory Services - Local Government output expense
relates to:

an increase in funding for capability building due to a transfer of funding from Vote Emergency
Management ($300,000)

an expense transfer from 2008/09 to 2009/10 for Sustainable Accommodation (increase of $55,000)
a reallocation of shared services costs (increase of $13,000)

an increase in funding for KiwiSaver costs ($4,000).

The increases are partially offset by the following decreases:

a transfer of funding to Policy Advice - Local Government for the monitoring of the Auckland Transition
Agency (decrease of $228,000)

a decrease in levies from Councils for the National Dog Database ($50,000)

a decrease in funding for State Sector Retirement Savings Scheme costs ($36,000).

an increase in funding for KiwiSaver costs ($4,000)
